4.  Committee Reports 

a.  Agility: We are looking for volunteers to help with the trial scheduled for October 6, 7, and 8.  

A new development for the October trial this year is that a full-day trial will be held Friday as 

Consider taking a vacation day and helping with set up starting at 

6:30 a.m. on Friday. 

b.  Obedience : The fall trial is scheduled for October 7 and 8. There will also be a show-

and-go following the trial.

The theme this year is “Making Spirits Bright.”  The combination GLOC and Golden Retriever 

Rescue entry will probably be a slight modification of costuming from years past.  If interested in 

participating, bring a red sweatshirt to Cheryl at the next meeting and she will arrange for it to be 

decorated.  She recommends using a very large sweatshirt so it can be worn over warm clothing. 

e.  Training: Elbert Traylor announced that fall classes start in October.  He submitted the winter 

class schedule to Southeast Community College for the new class format to be included in the 

SCC catalog.  Starting in January 2007, classes will be six weeks long and there will be multiple 

classes taught simultaneously in the building.  With the new 6 week format, we can offer two sets 

of classes during each SCC quarter instead of just one class with several weeks of down time.

A casual observer might think he was randomly throwing food on the floor 

and having Chase dog clean it up.)

The Tvrdy application will be voted on 

when they next attend a meeting.

GLOC Open House: Celebrating Our New Space!  

   Sunday, September 10, 2006, started out as a rainy day but cleared off by 1:00 p.m., when the GLOC 

Grand Opening Open House was scheduled to begin. Every hour club members and others provided 

demonstrations for the guests who showed up to check us out. GLOC's own Checkered Flag K9s invited 

the Ball Driven Bandits from Omaha down to help demonstrate flyball to give a more genuine feel to the 

demonstrations. Lots of barking and excitement ensued with Staci Sullivan and Jeff Kulhanek providing a 

narration so those in attendance could understand and appreciate what was happening. 

   Training Director Elbert Traylor and others demonstrated competition obedience exercises ranging from 

basic Companion Dog level (Novice) exercises up to Utility Dog level exercises with Elbert and Janet 

Ball taking turns providing commentary on the action. GLOC Treasurer Jayne Sebby provided the voice-

over description for the agility demonstrations with a number of different agility students showing off 

their dogs and their handling abilities, with sometimes amusing results! (One example was the Australian 

Shepherd who shall remain nameless who entered the tunnel as a well-behaved agility dog and exited 

with a tennis ball in her mouth and a much less cooperative attitude.)  

   The final demonstration of every hour varied. During the 1:00 hour, Ann Russell of Driftwood Kennels 

gave a grooming demonstration. During the 2:00 hour, Janet Ball read a proclamation regarding the 

importance of GLOC and its new "lease" on life. Also during the 2:00 hour, Caroline Bailey of 

Cornhusker Kennel Club demonstrated conformation showing. She addressed what a judge is looking for, 

what the purpose of conformation judging is, and how different breeds are judged (i.e. on a table or on the 

floor.)  At 3:45, Eileen VanLent was up to discuss and demonstrate (with a volunteer from the audience) 

the Canine Good Citizen test. The last demonstration of the day was Marcy Graybill with her new puppy 

Missy giving a lesson on clicker training, including a demonstration that the use of food does not mean an 

out of control dog if used properly.  

   From 1:00 to 3:00, radio station 96 KX provided broadcast coverage of the event. Commercials 

promoting the open house were also broadcast during the week leading up to the event. Door prizes and 

raffles were held to give away a number of prizes such as gift baskets of dog toys and treats, free classes 

at GLOC, and other prizes. Several rescue groups were represented, as well as Cornhusker Kennel Club, 

Driftwood Kennels, and other organizations. Refreshments were also provided and thoroughly enjoyed by 

all. 

   All in all, this was a well-received event which accomplished the goal of raising awareness of the club 

in the community.

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Review: Cesar's Way: The Natural 

Everyday Guide to Understanding 

and Correcting Common Dog 

Problems by Cesar "The Dog 

Whisperer" Millan with Melissa Jo 

Peltier

I was quite excited to read Cesar Millan’s 

book.  I’ve watched many episodes of “The 

Dog Whisperer,” Cesar’s program on the 

National Geographic Channel.  I was eager 

to read about Cesar and his philosophy of 

raising dogs. 

 

The first part of the book is about Cesar Millan himself. He was raised on his grandfather’s farm 

and spent most of his time with the animals.  Not having many children to play with, he spent his 

time watching dog interactions and learning how they communicate.  Later his family moved 

into the city but he never seemed to fit in with his classmates.  When he became an adult, he 

borrowed money and came to America.  Working first as a dog groomer, his goal was to become 

the best dog trainer in America.  Instead he became a last hope for many dogs that might have 

reached the point of no return.   

 

This book is not a training manual; he says right up front, this book won't help you teach Fido to 

sit. Instead the book tells of Cesar's steps to create a new way of life with your dog. The focus is 

how to bring your dog into balance with his nature. Cesar considers himself a behaviorist who 

specializes in working with aggressive or "red-zone" cases. This is very different from the type 

of work GLOC instructors can do in class situations.  

 

Cesar illustrates his methods with anecdotes, as well as using research from other sources such as 

Patricia McConnell, PhD (author of  The Other End of the Leash: Why We Do What We Do 

Around Dogs.)  The book is very readable and often entertaining as well as giving some basic 

guidelines for those who are unfamiliar with owning dogs or need a little reminding that they 

aren’t people in fur coats. 

 

Unfortunately, this book won’t help our trainers to reach the club goal of “Training people to 

train their dogs” because it’s not aimed at the dog trainer.  Most of the dogs that come to our 

classes are a little wild and in need of a little training and a little self control.  Rarely do we (or 

our students) have need to use many of the techniques he recommends.  This is a good read for 

those who enjoy reading “dog” books and may teach you something new, but don’t expect it to 

become a new training bible.
