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Minutes: GLOC Board Meeting 

February 1, 2007 

Attending: Jayne Sebby, Jennifer Brown, Georgia Davis, Janet Ball, Elbert Traylor, Nancy 

Bowen 

Minutes of the January 2007 Board meeting were approved. 

Jayne Sebby gave the treasurer’s report.  Income equaled $4,130 and expenses equaled $4,867 

for a loss of $736 for the month.  The report was accepted by the Board.  Details of the report are 

located elsewhere in the Barker.  In addition, Jayne gave out a comparison of income and 

expenses from 2006 for use in current year budgeting.  Suggestions were made for easing the 

reporting of treasury information.  There was also discussion of the heat and electric bills with 

emphasis on ways to reduce costs for utilities.   

Correspondence:  Cheryl Griffith could not attend the meeting but did send the information that 

she sent cards to Nancy Bowen and Chuck Miller.  It was also reported that club officer updates 

were sent to AKC and UKC. 

Agility:  Jayne reported the UKC trial went well and generated a gross income of approximately 

$1,000.  The actual profit to GLOC is not yet determined.  Agility classes are quite large.  Floor 

matting is a pressing issue for consideration due to our desire to have matting appropriate for 

indoor trials without bankrupting the club in the process.  Marcy Graybill will contact Goodyear 

about donation of material that may be able to be used for matting. 

Building:  Elbert and Nancy installed programmable thermostats in an effort to reduce heat costs.  

A date of April 7, 2007, 1:00 pm – 3:00 pm was set for the next cleaning of the building in 

anticipation of the 4/14/07 UKC obedience trial and the 4/28/07 AKC agility trial.  Garbage is 

being picked up at the building on Thursday thanks to Brandi Hatch and her connections at 

Paragon Refuse Company.  Elbert Traylor and Jerry Peterson brought office cubicle panels to the 

building for potential use as area dividers.  Placement locations are undetermined. 

Fall Trial in October:  Sherry Wolf has one judge hired and will contact the Events Center about 

the fall trial.  

Training:  Marcy Graybill has volunteered to organize a training session for instructors.  Date to 

be announced later.  Other suggestions for training were clicker class, utility training, and a 

sampler class. 

Old Business:  Jill Morstad has been trying to schedule a seminar with Dr. Perkins.  Her time is 

all booked up so the seminar is on hold for the time being. 

New Business:   

(1)  We are still hopeful about having Goodyear donate matting material.  However, Elbert took 

the initiative to do an internet search for matting and learned that it will take somewhere between 

$25,000 and $65,000 to provide adequate matted space in the building.  Elbert also submitted a 

grant application to the Department of Environmental Quality for us of material made from 

recycled tires.  If awarded, the grant would pay for 25% of the cost of this material. 

(2)  Jayne reported that we received notice from the Internal Revenue Service that our application 

for 501c(3) resulted in being granted 501c(7) status.  This is disappointing because it means the 

IRS did not understand the education of people dimension of our training program.  It also means 

donations to GLOC are not deductible which makes fund raising much more difficult. 

(3)  Brandi Hatch gave a show-and-tell presentation on the need for flyball jumps and gave a 

range of prices available to purchase the jumps as well as a product comparison.  The flyball team 

tried to acquire used jumps but found none available.  The Board voted to purchase two sets of 

“sintra” material jumps from Fly Dog Sports.  

The meeting was adjourned.
